




relations between the Lower Wadi Howar, the Chadian 
Ennedi and Erdi plateaus, and beyond (Kröpelin 2004). 

Highlights outside the park area such as the ‘desert 
forest’ in Upper Wadi Howar and the fortress in Lower 
Wadi Howar (cf. Kröpelin ‘The Wadi Howar’ this volume, 
photos (5) and (16) as well as the Sudanese part of Jebel 
Ouenat) also call for immediate protection as exclaves. If 
nothing is done in the very near future to protect the desert 
heritage of the Wadi Howar Region, then this generation 
will see the irreversible destruction of important natural 
and cultural resources to humanity.
